Figure 1

The figure 1 illustrates the controls of the forklift
truck. There are seven controls that forklift truck
drivers press or turn to make the vehicle work. Firstly,
there 1s a lever on the left, and this is called the direction
lever. When you push this lever forwards, the forklift
truck moves forwards, and when you pull this lever
backwards, the forklift truck reverses. Next to
the direction lever, it is the steering wheel. This turns
the forklift truck to the left and right. Then, at the top

—right, there are two levers. If you push the left-hand

lever forwards, the forklift truck will move up and, if
you pull the left-hand lever back, the forklift truck will
move down. For the right-hand lever, if you push it
forwards, the forklift truck will tilt up and, if you pull
it back, the forklift truck will tilt down. Next, you can
see the parking brake in the bottom right-hand corner.
Finally, at the bottom, there are two pedals. One is the
brake on the left and the other is the accelerator on the right.

All drilling machines have the following components
(Fig. 8): a spindle, sleeve, column, head, table, and
base.

® |he spindle holds a drill or cutting tool and revolves
in a fixed position in a sleeve.

® The sleeve carries the spindle but does not revolve.
The operator of the machine lowers the the sleeve
to feed the cutting tool into the workpiece.

® The column of the drill machine is circular and
supports the head and the sleeve.

® The head of the drill press contains an electric
motor and is bolted to the column.

® The operator of the machine can adjust the table
vertically to support different heights of workpiece.

® The base of the drill press supports the whole
machine and is bolted to the floor.
